To OPEN and READ “Linking Our Landscape”

This CD contains “Linking Our Landscape,” the Open Space Assessment for the Town of Pinetop-Lakeside (June 30, 2008).  The document on this CD requires Adobe Reader in order for you to read and print the material, which is free from www.adobe.com (most computers already have this loaded).  When you open the CD, you will see three separate folders.  Each folder has the SAME document, but each one is in a different Adobe PDF format to facilitate all the different computers that will try to access this document.

· If you have an older computer that may be slower, open the folder entitled “Linking Our Landscape 4 Sections Adobe Reader 8 and Lower”.  You will see that this document has been separated into four parts (Parts 1-4).  Open each part separately and in order to read the entire document.

· If you have Adobe Reader V. 7 and lower, but have a newer or faster computer, open the folder entitled “Linking Our Landscape Entire Doc - Adobe Reader 7 or lower” to read the entire document all at once.

· If you have Adobe Reader V. 8 or higher, open the folder entitled “Linking Our Landscape Entire Doc – Adobe Reader 8 or higher” to read the entire document.  NOTE: If you do NOT have Adobe Reader 8 or higher, you will be prompted to access Adobe online to upgrade.  If you do not upgrade, you will not be able to open this document.  If you have problems with opening this document, simply just use one of the other files.

To PRINT “Linking Our Landscape”
To PRINT this document from any of the files, please note the following:

The INTRODUCTION (Pages 1 – 59) and the APPENDICES (pages 208 – 259) to this document have been formatted for “duplex” (front and back) printing, due to their graphic designs.  When you PRINT the Introduction (Pages 1 – 59), and the Appendices (pages 208 – 259), there are blank sheets of paper inserted within the document to facilitate duplex printing.  This is NOT the case with the Site Assessments (Pages 60 – 207).  

To print duplex on most printers that do NOT have automatic duplex capabilities, when you open the “Print” dialogue box, there is a section on the left side of that box that reads “Print Range” with selections for “All”  /  “Current View”  /  “Current Page”  /  “Pages”.  SELECT “Pages” and type in either 1 – 59 for the Introduction, or 208 – 259 for the Appendices.  Then, underneath, where you see “Subset,” the default reading is “All pages in range.”  Click on that drop-down menu and select “Odd Pages Only.”  Click on “OK” to start printing.  When only the odd pages have been printed, replace those pages back in your printer in the correct placement (each printer is different, refer to your printer manual), and begin the printing process again.  Select the same page range (i.e. 1 – 59) and then select “Even pages only” from the Subset menu.  
For the site assessments, it is easiest to print each one separately if you want to print in duplex, going through the same process as above.  Or, print on single sheets.
